MMHS RULES AND REGULATIONS

ENTRIES close June 4, 2010. Entries postmarked later
than June 4 will be assessed a $20 late fee per horse.
A copy of Registration papers and lease agreement (if any)
must accompany all entry blanks. The Show Committee
and/or Management reserves the right to decline any entry
and to return fees before the opening of the show and to pro-
hibit or remove any person or horse from the show without
being held liable for compensation.

ALL Morgan Horses exhibiting must be registered with the
American Morgan Horse Association, Inc., the Canadian
Morgan Horse Association or the British Morgan Horse
Society or if under 1 year of age be eligible for registration.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION REQUIRED: All Adult
Riders and Drivers in any amateur class must have a current
US Equestrian Federation Amateur Certification in their
possession or make application for it at the Show Office at
least one hour before first class.

HEALTH REQUIREMENTS: All horses must have a copy
of a negative Coggins test for EIA dated within 6 months of
the show date. Foals may use Coggins of Dam. All horses
must have a certificate to prove Eastern & Western
Equine Encephalitis vaccination has been administered
this year. Out of state horses require health certificate to
enter state.

POST ENTRIES: Post Entries will be accepted according to
the hours posted in the Horse Show Office and must be
made at least one session prior to the class.
Management reserves the right to decline a post entry in the
case that such an entry would make it necessary for the class
to be split. In such cases the exhibitor may elect to be placed
on a waiting list to be entered in case of a scratch of a previ-
ously entered horse.

SCRATCHES: There will be a $25 fee for each time an
entry fails to notify the Show Secretary of scratches prior to
the start of the class.

ENTRY BLANK: Signatures are required for Owner/Agent,
Rider/Driver/Handler and Trainer (mandatory) and Coach (if
applicable). No entries will be accepted without the proper
signatures. If owner is under 18 years of age, the entry blank
must be signed by a representative who is of age and who, by
such signature individually assumes responsibility and risk as
stated above signature. If the owner is the trainer, the owner
must sign twice. Exhibitors are solely responsible for com-
pleting the entry blank and add/drop class information accu-
rately. The Management and staff take no responsibility for
exhibitors’ errors. Owners: Please use an additional entry
blank and sign again if you have more horses or equitation
riders than a single entry blank allows. You will not be
charged a second office fee. RE: US Equestrian Federation
Horse ID Number: Horses Competing in Breed Shows may
compete under their registration number.

ENTRY FEES: Unless otherwise noted, Regular Classes
$25, Championship Classes $35, Breeder’s Class $100.

PAYMENT: All initial fees must be made with entries. A
signed blank check will be accepted. Visa and MC are the
only credit cards accepted. There will be a $30 handling
charge for each returned check or credit card declined.
There will be a $25 fee charged for all accounts not settled
at the show. Any account not paid in full within 30 days of
the end of the show will be reported to US Equestrian
Federation and other affiliated organizations for 
appropriate action.

REFUNDS: Entry and Stall Fees will be refunded upon
request until the closing date. After this date, there will be no
refunds unless due to a bona fide injury of horse, exhibitor or
exhibitor’s family provided notification is postmarked or
received by the Show Secretary no later than the day before
the opening day of the show. Refunds will be made only upon
receipt of a veterinarian’s or doctor’s certificate. No refunds
on stall and camper fees after the closing date.

EVERY CLASS offered herein, which is covered by the rules
and specifications of the US Equestrian Federation rule
book, will be conducted and judged in accordance therewith.

LADIES CLASSES are limited to age 18 & over. All entries
in Ladies Classes will be eligible to show back in their
respective Amateur Championship if they were qualified by
an Amateur.

HEADERS AND TAILERS must be at least 16 years of age. 

MANAGEMENT RESERVES the right to cancel, combine
or split any class. Class changes will be posted in the
Secretary’s Office.

Holds at the discretion of Show Manager only.

ALL APPLIANCES OR ACTION DEVICES will be prohib-
ited anywhere on the show grounds. Appropriate protective
boots and half cup blinkers will be permitted in exercise
area. There will be no lunging or long-lining of horses
allowed in the main ring or camping area at any time. Please
use warm up area. This show will be conducted in obser-
vance of the underlying principles of the Federal Horse
Protection Act as well as the published USDA Guidelines.

PRIZE MONEY will be awarded in the ring by check. Once
the check has been awarded, the responsibility of the horse
show will cease. Checks not cashed within 30 days from the
date of issue are void. Prize money for Breeder’s Cup and
Sport Horse Cup classes will be mailed following the show
per program rules.

PRIZES: Eight Ribbons in all Equitation, Lead Line, Walk &

STABLING: Box stalls with doors. Stabling manager Melanie
Small (207) 457-1790. No stalls will be reserved without
payment in full. Any stabling changes from original
information on entry blank MUST BE MADE
THROUGH SHOW SECRETARY to insure proper
billing. Any person requesting additional stalls for another
person after receipt of original signed entry blank assumes
responsibility for added stalls. All stalls reserved must be paid
for even if not used. No overnight stabling in tie stalls or
trailers. IF HORSE STALL SPACE BECOMES 
LIMITED, TACK STALLS MAY BE RESTRICTED.

Showing out of trailer $30 per day per horse.

ARRIVAL AND DEPARTURES: Grounds will be open to
exhibitors from Wednesday July 1, to Sunday July 5. Early
arrivals or late departures must contact Melanie Small 
(207) 457-1790. Additional daily fees of $30 per stall apply.

HAY AND SHAVINGS will be available on the grounds and
must be paid directly to vendor. Availability hours will be
posted. Contact Ron Boucher (603) 463-7924 to preorder.
All preorders need to be in prior to June 30th.

FOOD SERVICE & TACK SHOP available on the grounds.

DOGS: Leash and clean up after all dogs. It is strongly 
suggested that all animals on the grounds be vaccinated
against Rabies. There will be a $50.00 fine for loose dogs,
paid to Deerfield Fairgrounds.

CAMPER / TENT PARKING with or without electricity and
water are available for $85 for the show.

SHOW RING FOOTING is stone dust and sand. Warm-up
area with dirt footing is available. Carriage field is grass.

HOSPITALITY: Information regarding stall locations,
grounds facilities, etc. will be available at the Horse Show
Office.

$3500 BREEDER’S DIVISION

These classes are open to everyone. There are no nomination
fees or other restrictions. Please join us with your weanling
or yearling. Exhibitors are encouraged to wear proper evening
attire. Complete rules are available at the show or mailed
upon request.

Prize money is paid to ten places as follows: 1st $1500; 2nd
$750; 3rd $400; 4th $250, 5th – 10th $100 each. Entries
close June 5. Entry Fee $100 Post entries may be made until
noon, Wednesday July 1. All other show fees apply. Please
include Breeder’s Cup entry blank along with your entry
form.

Correct Morgan Type and Conformation is the same
in each section of the Morgan Horse division where
conformation is considered. There is only one stan-
dard for type and conformation of the Morgan Horse.
Classes that are offered for horses in specific disci-

plines or specific suitable to become classes must be
judged against the criteria stated in the Judging
Standards for the In-Hand section.

CARRIAGE DIVISION

Please note that schedule and class changes have been made
from last year.

This competition is conducted under the USEF Pleasure
Driving Rules. An entry consists of a driver/horse combination.
The use of more than one vehicle by the same driver/horse
combination will be considered the same entry. Wire wheels
are not allowed. A horse or driver may not compete in more
than one obstacle class with the same description.

The Carriage Division is divided into two sections.  Section A,
Limit Horse, open to horses which have not won 6 (six) blue
ribbons at USEF Carriage Pleasure Driving Competitions and
Section B open to all horses.

All carriage classes will be held in the carriage field, with the
exception of the Junior Driver Pleasure Class #122 and the
Carriage Working Pleasure Championship #124, which will
be held in the main ring.

Two Champion and Reserve awards will be given as follows:
Section A-for points accumulated in classes 301 or 302, 303,
305, 307, 309 and 311. Section B-for points accumulated in
classes 300, 304, 306, 308, 310 and 312. In case of a tie, the
entry that placed highest in the Reinsmanship class for their
division will win. Points will be awarded as follows; 1st - 6
points 2nd - 5 points, 3rd - 4 points,4th - 3 points, 5th - 2
points and 6th - 1 point.

The Junior Driver Working Pleasure Class is open to drivers 18
and under.  Drivers under the age of 13 must be accompanied
by a knowledgeable, adult horseman at all times.

Equipment, attire and presentation must
match the discipline being ridden and the class entered.
Protective headgear is acceptable.
