New Lyme Disease Test For Horses 

The newly released test is more accurate and sensitive. 
 

The Animal Health Diagnostic Lab at Cornell University announced on June 15 that a new 

and improved Lyme disease test is available for horses. The new test can be done with serum in 

most cases, though for horses with neurologic signs, both serum and cerebrospinal fluid are 

recommended. Lyme disease is a tick-borne illness. Ticks attach to a horse and while feeding on 

the horse's blood, inject the spirochete Borrelia burgdorferi. This spirochete causes Lyme disease 

with symptoms ranging from lameness, fever and swollen joints to behavior changes, head tilt 

and depression. The new "multiplex" test looks at three types of antibodies to the 

spriochete's antigens - Osp A, Osp C and OspF. Looking at all three antibodies, the test can 

distinguish between early infections and low-grade chronic infections. It can also separate out 

horses that have received any Lyme disease vaccines. (There are currently no equine vaccines, but 

some people have used canine vaccines on their horses.) The added information can help your 

veterinarian devise the best possible treatment protocol for your horse. The cost for the actual test 

is $36 for the serum (blood) test and $44 for the combined serum/cerebrospinal fluid test for 

horses with neurologic signs. Expect an additional fee for the blood drawing and for shipping. The 

lab can be contacted 'at 607-253-3900.
