‘officially’ bred did exceptionally well showing as young horses. My now
current breeding stallion , Skyloft Intimidator (Carlyle Coalition X
Skyloft Cameo) took third out of 17 entries in the prestigious NY
Breeders Sweepstakes in 2003.

Need a fun project involving
horses? The AMHAY
Horsemastership Program is
designed to help you become a
competent horseperson. The
five successive levels of testing
are designed to increase
knowledge of th e Morgan breed
and general horsemanship
while receiving recognition for
hard work.

The first level, Bulrush,
teaches the basics of horse
anatomy, Morgan history,
grooming, safety, tack and
horse terms. Woodbury, the
second level, builds on the
skills lear ned in Bulrush in
addition to record keeping,
handling, basic riding control
and presentation skills. The
third level, Sherman, requires
learning about basic horse
first -aid, diseases, simple
riding tests, shoeing theory
and trailering. Black Hawk,

the fou rth level, involves
judging, how to determine
horse age, trailer safety, hoof
structure, detailed Morgan
history and completion of 9
out of 22 riding or driving
activities.

The highest level of
achievement is Justin Morgan.
It requires proficiency in 7 ou  t
of 8 working horsemastership
areas; youth activity

promotion and organization;
knowledge of horse behavior,
unsoundness, and stable
construction. Badge achievers
must also instruct a beginning
horseperson for three months.
Lastly, a score of 70% must be
earned on a comprehensive
test over all horsemastership
program topics.

Horsemastership achievers
must be under 22 years of age
(as of December 1st) and all
badge work must be completed
with a registered Morgan. The
first two levels may be
approved by you th club
leaders or other qualified
horsepersons, but the top
three levels must be approved
by an official AMHA
horsemastership examiner

Badge work is challenging, but
the rewards and benefits are
well worth the effort. Pins,
certificates, and special prizes
are given to those who pass
the first four levels of the
program. Black Hawk and
Justin Morgan achievers
receive additional recognition
in the form of a savings bond
Additionally, badge achievers
are recognized as important
award winners.
Horsemastership badge
announcements are published
in the AMHA website and other
AMHA related publications.

Cutting competitions are
derived from this necessary
work on the ranch and have
become more of an art form. In
cutting competition the judge
focuses on many different
things; how the horse enters
the herd, how difficult the cow

is to handle,
how well the
horse makes
the moves to
keep the cow
in front of the
herd. Cutting
in the arena
is done with
a team of five
riders. Two
herd holders,
«two turn
I(ﬂriders,
and the
cutter. The
herd holders are posted in
opposite corners of the arena
next to the herd and the turn
back riders are out in front of
the cutter at opposite sides of
the arena.

One of the fastest growing
equine sports in the United

States team penning is an
enjoyable event for all riders.
The object of team penning is
for a team of three riders to
sort three assigned, like-

numbered cattle from a herd of
thirty. The riders must then
herd the three sorted cattle into
a pen at one end of the arena
all in less than ninety seconds!
The fastest time, penning the
most cattle wins. Unlike most
equine sports, team penning
involves team- work. Riders do
not need extensive knowledge

of cattle work to compete, cont.

The Working Cow Horse event is exactly
what the name implies, and shows the versatility
of a much needed working western horse. There
are three portions, reining, cutting, and fence
work. A working cow horse has to perform a
reining pattern, cut cows, and then show that it
can control a cow both in the open and along a
fence line. The horse has to move the cow along
the fence and then turn it the opposite direction
at speed. Then the horse has to take the cow to
the center of the arena and circle around the cow
both directions, showing c ontrol.

Reining is a judged event designed to show
the athletic ability of a ranch type horse within
the confines of a show arena. In NRHA
competition, contestants are required to run one
of ten approved patterns, included in the NRHA
Handbook. Each pattern includes small slow
circles, large fast circles, flying lead changes, roll

backs over the hocks, 360 degree spins done in
place, and exciting sliding stops that are the
hallmark of the reining horse. The NRHA
Judging System is recognized as theleading
format for judging an equine event that combines
technical and stylistic elements coupled with
consideration of "degree of difficulty".

Team roping also known as heading and
heeling is a steerand two mounted riders. The
first roper is referred to as the "header," the
person who ropes the front of the steer, usually
around the horns, but it is also legal for the rope
to go around the neck, or go around one horn
and the nose resulting in what they call a "half
head," the second is the"heeler," who ropes the
steer by its hind feet, with a five second penalty
assessed to the end time if only one leg is caught.
Team roping is the only rodeo event where men
and women compete equally together in
professionally sanctioned competition, in bo th
single-gender or mixed-gender teams.
